Types of Contractor Licenses

Class A - This license entitles the holder to contract
for the construction, alteration, tenant finish or repair
of any type of structure permitted by the
International Building Code or the International
Residential Code. ICC Exam #G11

Class B - This license entitles the holder to contract
for construction, alteration, tenant finish or repair of
commercial buildings and single-family or multi-family
dwelling buildings, not exceeding three stories in
height as permitted by the International Building
Code or the International Residential Code.

ICC Exam #G12

Class C - This license entitles the holder to contract
for construction, alteration, or repair of one- and two-
family dwellings and accessory buildings, as permitted
by the International Building Code or the
International Residential Code. ICC Exam #G13

Mechanical - This license entitles the holder to
provide any work in the heating, ventilation, and air
conditioning fields as permitted by the International
Mechanical Code, International Fuel Gas Code or the
International Residential Code.

ICC Exam - Commercial #G29 Residential #F32

Gas Pipers — This license entitles the holder to
perform any gas piping work as permitted by the
International Fuel Gas Code or the International
Residential Code. ICC Exam -#G33

Roofers — This license entitles the holder to perform
any work in the roofing, re-roofing, roof insulation,
and roof drainage fields as permitted by the
international building code, international residential
code, and international plumbing code.

ICC Exam #G14

Special Trade = This license entitles the holder to
perform work in one or more specialized trade such
as bridges, decks/fences/sunrooms, demolition,
detached structures (barns, garages, gazebos,
greenhouses, sheds) fireplace/woodstove,
manufactured home setup, pools/spas, siding, signs,
solar, tower/wind generator as permitted by the
International Building Code, the International
Residential Code or Larimer County Land Use Code.

Frequently Asked Questions

Q Who is required to be licensed?

A If you are doing work on a building which
requires a building permit and you are not a
homeowner doing work on your own home, then
you need be to be licensed by the County or the
State. A county license is not required if you're
an elevator installer or manufactured home
installer.

Q How long does it take to process my application
and get a license?

Within seven (7) business days after a complete
license application is submitted, the Building
Official will issue a license, a provisional license,
or a written statement of license denial.

Q Do I need a contractor license to build or remodel
a house on my own property in unincorporated
Larimer County?

A No, a person who acts as the contractor for the
construction of a new residential dwelling on their
own property (no more than once within any 24-
month period), or for additions or alterations to
their own home does not require a contractor’s
license.

I'm a master plumber/electrician, do I need a
Contractor License from Larimer County?

No, these are licensed by the state of Colorado
and plumbing/electrical work on most projects
will be covered by the general contractor’s
license. You are required to submit a copy of your
current and active DORA registration, as well as a
completed Larimer County Electrical/Plumbing
Registration Form.

I work for a flooring company, do I need a
contractor license to install flooring?

If you are doing work such as, painting,
papering, tiling, carpeting, cabinets, countertops
and similar finish work, there is no building
permit required and therefore, no contractor
license required.
