e Ensure containers are empty and dry.

e Do not recycle plastic bags and film in
your recycle cart.

e It's okay to leave labels and lids on. No
straws.

e It's okay to recycle paper products with

tape, staples and envelopes with windows.

e Use a spatula to remove excess product
from items such as peanut butter jars.

Top Contaminants:

e No plastic bags, plastic film

e No syringes, needles, sharps

e No scrap metal

e No food & liquid waste

e No Styrofoam
